1. Course updates: COMM C1000, ENGL C1000, ENGL C1001, POLS C1000, PSYC C1000, STAT C1000
2. Program updates: Biology AS-T, Philosophy AA-T, Physics AS-T, Studio Arts, AA-T
II. Discussion Items (AKA Pressing Curriculum Topics) all from 10/7/24
A. Update from Education Services Department (T. Vasconcellos)
1. Personnel: 
1. Heather Sisneros has been selected as the faculty lead for the district in our implementation of AB 928 & AB111.  She will also serve as the CIPD co-facilitator.  This is a 3 semester position.
2. Kellie Nadler is being hired as the Interim Dean of Academic Pathways, Workforce Development and Student Success for Educational Services was approved at the 10/8 Board of Trustees meeting.  She begins work 11/4.
2. A work group for AB 928 & AB 1111 met 10/11.  This was the first meeting and included campus leads.
3. A request was made for PeopleSoft to allow for searches by former PCCD numbers for newly changed Common Course Numbering courses.  For example, if someone types in ENGL 1A, results should return for ENGL C1000.  T. Vasconcellos will check on the feasibility of this.
B. Local GE Title 5 Changes: C. Nichols asked how other colleges are moving forward with these changes, especially student facing materials
1. There is a deadline of the March CIPD meeting to have GE advising sheets completed
2. There will be an update to the GE tab in Curriqunet in order to accommodate this change and changes due to AB 928.  The specific work to make these changes will be done by the work group noted in item II.A.2.
C. Request toAdd Artificial Intelligence (AI) Subject Code to Curriqunet.  (Approved)
Tuan Nguyen from Laney has been working on developing AI courses and programs since Spring 2022 as part of a regional joint venture through BACCC (Bay Area Community College Consortium).  
1. The curriculum developed will be available to other colleges throughout our region and then to those in other regional consortia.  As part of this work a new minimum qualification in AI has recently been approved for the statewide handbook.
2. Other colleges currently part of this development group: Evergreen Valley, Mission, San Jose City, Skyline, Contra Costa.  Outside the region: Folsom Lake, Pasadena, Grossmont
