	9.  Credit for Prior Learning
	Heather Sisneros, the CPL Coordinator presented an overview of the CPL program with an emphasis on the role of faculty in the approval process.  
She discussed the current process for approving a course for CPL and the role of the faculty member in this process.  She gave examples of current CPL options such as AP, IB, CLEP and credit by exam and additional options for CPL including portfolio and military credit.
The current process for approval requires 10 different steps for the involved faculty.  They are proposing a reduction of the required steps down to 4 as well as the elimination of the additional step involving the Articulation Officer.  This would streamline the process.
M. Clark-Miller asked that in addition, CPL for high school work be considered which H. Sisneros agreed to look into.
The committee approved the support for these changes to the CPL process.
