	6. Articulation Officer Report (J. Bielanski)



Articulation Officer Report continued
	1. Common Course Numbering (CCN) System Webinars have begun.  
2. UC TCA submissions are done once per year in late spring.  Courses approved for this are UC transferrable.  A list of courses recently approved and denied was provided to the committee.  The list can be shared with department chairs.  The determination of which courses to submit was done by reviewing the catalog and sending outlines for all courses that didn’t have this designation.
3. All courses for which we seek approval for CalGETC Area 1C, Oral Communication, must be submitted for GE review in December.
4. A list of the status of various courses in various contexts was provided. It included:
a. Courses currently approved for CSU transfer only.  Departments may wish to review the courses and, if appropriate, revise the outlines for submission for a CalGETC GE area review.
b. Courses currently pending in the C-ID system, including those that were conditionally approved or have a status of “in progress” or “submitted.”  The future of C-ID is unclear due to the establishment of CCN.
5. Departments should ensure that texts are up to date whenever they review their outlines.  Outlines must have at least 1-2 texts published within the last seven years or documentation that the book choices are classics.
	K. Pernell noted that MATH 015 was denied for UC TCA at BCC and Merritt.  The district math faculty will review the outlines against the requirements and update as needed for resubmission.


	7. Guided Pathways (GP) Report
	A. Herrera noted that during the Counseling meeting Luis Chavez announced that GP is offering $10,000 mini-grants.  Each ACC can apply.  The ACCs are now listed in the catalog.

	BCC needs one faculty member to serve on CIPD for 24-25.  The position was vacated by a committee member who is not returning this year.  There were no volunteers, but the names of several people not present were suggested.

	Committee members noted that the template with examples should be included in the forthcoming committee handbook.  

	12. CIS Discipline Curriculum Plan
	The plan was discussed with department chair Paramsothy Thananjeyan.  There was concern about the number of courses that had gone four or more years without taking place.  State criteria to approve requires having adequate resources to maintain a program, including sufficient staffing that courses are take place at least once every two years.  Interim VPI Chris Lewis agreed to work with the department to review the list of courses closely and deactivate any that are not needed to reduce the number that are not taking place.  The department has a difficult time staffing the courses because the salary is not competitive with industry.  K. Pernell asked about the new Data Analytics programs planned and how those fit into the regional Data Science grant for which she has been named Principle Investigator.  Motion to approve the plan by L. Ruberto, second by M. Clarke-Miller.  Final resolution: Approved.

	In order for updates to appear in the 2025-26 catalog, substantive changes to courses must be approved no later than the 11/7/24 committee meeting.  This includes deactivations.  New programs or substantive changes in courses that affect programs must be approved at the same time.  Non-substantive changes to courses may be approved throughout the spring term.  Minor changes to programs not related to course updates may be approved through the 2/6/25 meeting.

	13. Science Department Curriculum Plan
	The plan was due last semester, but no plan has been submitted to the committee. Discussion of this item was tabled until next meeting.  
	C. Nichols will contact the department chairs about completing the plan soon. 

A. Herrera noted that students face a barrier getting into CHEM 001A courses due to issues with CHEM 030A and the ALEX course.  
C. Lewis will meet with counselors to discuss the issues.

	14. Common Course Numbering Phase I Courses
	C. Lewis noted that a 0.4 release time position to lead curriculum work for CCN is available.  Included in the work would be liaising with the other campuses to ensure that consistency is maintained and consultation is taking place.  Discussion of how to implement CCN will take place at CIPD on 9/9.
